The following fasting and 
abstinence regulations are observed 
throughout Lent:  Abstinence from 
meat is observed on Ash 
Wednesday, Good Friday, and all 
the Fridays of Lent by all Catholics 
14 years of age and older.  Fasting is 
observed on Ash Wednesday and 
Good Friday by all Catholics who 
are 18 years of age but not yet 59 
years of age.  Those bound by this 
rule may take only one full meal.  
Two smaller meals are permitted as 
necessary to maintain strength 
according to oneõs needs, but eating 
solid foods between meals is not 
permitted.  During the season of 
Lent, we are all called to embrace 

penances and to perform works of 
charity reflect our willingness to 
conversion of heart.  Let us all pray 
fervently for those Catechumens 
and Candidates who will celebrate 
the Easter 
Sacraments 
with us this 
year.

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Lenten Fish Dinner ï An Annual Tradition (& a few new twists): 

 

For the last seven years, the Knight of Columbus (KOC) have worked diligently to provide our 

parishioners, neighbors, and friends, with a value packed fish dinner on every Friday night during Lent. 

These dinners are not only fun to attend, but it also helps you by eliminating the work & worry in 

preparing a meatless dinner for you and / or your family.  
 

Lent is the period from Ash Wednesday to Easter. The purpose is to prepare ourselves, through prayer, 

repentance, almsgiving and self-denial, for the commemoration (during Holy Week) of the Death and 

Resurrection of Jesus. It is a season where the U.S. Bishops have applied special canonical requirements 

to the practice of public penance and self-denial. To sum up those requirements, Catholics between the 

ages of 18 and 59 are obliged to fast on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday. In addition, all Catholics 14 

years old and older must abstain from meat on Ash Wednesday, Good Friday and all the Fridays of 

Lent. The Knights do not offer the dinners on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday. However, for the six 

(6) Friday nights of Lent (from February 24, through & including March 30), the Knights will work 

hard to make your life easy. 
 

Bob Lehrer, the KOCôs event Chairman says ñWhat used to be called a fish fry is now the Fish Dinner. 

Our menu includes not only the traditional breaded fried cod, but salmon and tilapia, as well. This year, 

weôre adding another fried favorite ï Fried Shrimp.ò Your meal includes the main fish entry plus your 

choice of two (2) side items. For children and those who want less food, our A La Carte menu provides 

one side item along with either a Fish Sandwich, a Mac & Cheese meal, fried shrimp, or New England 

Clam Chowder. Iced tea, lemonade, coffee and water are included in the price of the meal. Adult 

beverages and soda are available for purchase, as well. 
 

ñOur menu is a superior valueò, says Bob. ñA family of 4 or more can get a great meal for no more than 

$35.00 (our maximum charge). With the cost of meals being either $5.00 or $9.00, thereôs the added 

benefit in knowing that all of the excess proceeds goes to supporting the good works we do with all of the 

parish ministriesò. Last yearôs funds supported SBCCôs ministries of Pro Life, Career Transition 

Network, Vestments for our Priests & Deacons, the churchôs calendars, and various youth programs. 

The KOC also contributes a significant sum in support of the Seminarians in formation.  
 

Dine in ï or Drive Thru  

In a hurry? We have you covered! The Drive Thru service was instituted last year and proved to be 

valuable for those families on the run. According to Bob, ñthe average wait time for fulfillment of an 

order was less than 45 secondsò. Just like a fast food restaurant, parishioners order at one location 

(near the covered entrance to the parish office), then drive forward to receive their packaged food.  
 

Parishioners who prefer to ñdine inò, at Corbett Hall, can expect to be greeted by a fellow parishioner 

who will help you with your order. Then, the KOC waiter will assist you with finding a table and bring 

your meals to you. You can purchase a glass of wine or a beer, or soda for your children (if they donôt 

want the free beverages), relax and socialize with fellow parishioners. ñItôs a great way for you to meet 

others in our parishò, states Bob. ñYou see these folks at Mass, but itôs nice to meet them in a friendly, 

social, and fun environmentò. Many new friendships have resulted from lingering after your meal.
